Science and Artificial Intelligence course. The information provided is accurate for students 
entering level 7 in the 2024-25 academic year5.  
 
 
Course Summary 
The MSc Data Science and Artificial Intelligence is a postgraduate taught degree. It is also a 
conversion course which is designed for students who do not have a computing undergraduate 
degree but who want to become experts in the field of artificial intelligence and data science. 
The degree has six taught modules which cover introducing Artificial Intelligence (with an 
emphasis on ethics and how to undertake research), Python Programming (for data science 
and AI), databases (relational SQL and NoSQL), data mining and statistically-based 
approaches to AI, deep learning techniques and tools, and cloud computing, followed by a 
capstone Masters project. Graduates of this degree are likely to take up roles in industry and 
commerce as data scientists, but could also progress to undertake PhD degrees perhaps 
using data science and AI in combination with the domain of their original undergraduate 
subject.
